Nov/Dec 2005 CaLLouTS

The only almost call out we had was on December 19™. Our dispatch received a call from
Cache County Dispatch advising of a male that had lost his son at Millie Springs. After
officers were enroute, it was discovered that Millie Springs is actually in Rich County. Cache
contacted Rich and the boy was found the next morning around 10 am. He walked out to a
road near the Curtis Creek area and made cell phone contact. Lt. Jeff Malan wants to re-
mind everyone that we don’t respond to other counties’ call outs unless requested by that
county and approved by the Sheriff.

DIRECTOR’S MESSAGE

Since Sheri and | are in Florida for two weeks, the newsletter this month is being done “on
the fly” from the other side of the country. Thanks go to Patsy Winchester for taking such
good minutes at the Executive Committee meeting from which this newsletter is created.

Sgt. Ron Kendell will be returning to Search and Rescue work as a representative from the
Sheriff’'s Office. Ron is taking the place of Sgt. Brad Randall who retired last year. Ron was
assigned to work SAR a few years ago and already knows much about how we operate.

We have put in place a new system that will allow all the members of the SAR Executive
Committee access to keys to get us into the training room. With luck this should solve the
problem of being locked out. This has especially been an issue with the Saturday morning
medical classes.

Don Olsen has created an impressive annual report for 2005 . Here is a quick summary.

We had 22 callouts with 36 total patients. This is comparable with 2004, for which
there were 29 callouts with a total of 47 patients. We invested 1,884 personnel hours
on actual rescue missions. For team training our personnel volunteered 4,083 hours.

In 2005 we rescued 36 people of whom 26 (72%) were residents of Weber County
and 10 (28%) were not residents here. Eight of those ten non-residents were guests at
Snowbasin that went exploring into Hell’s Canyon and Taylor’s Canyon.

By mission type, 8 calls where for hikers, 4 for skiers, 2 for snowmobiles and the rest
ranged from avalanches to campers.

The Sheriff and Lt. Jeff Malan are pulling together the basic ideas for a 5 year plan for SAR.
Likely one of the biggest changes will be to increase our level of documentation for calls and
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training. We also wanting to increase interagency cooperation and training.
One issue that will be addressed is long term training schedules and goals. It
would be good to have a standard training schedule defined that we can use
as a template to plan each year’s classroom and field sessions.

Cabelas up date: Our paperwork has been accepted and we’re now in line
and waiting for more information. At this point things are looking very good.

Almost everyone who attended the Dec. avalanche beacon training passed
by finding the beacons in under three minutes. As a reminder to those who
did the beacon training for the first time, you are expected to spend time
practicing under more realistic conditions. You will be tested again at several
of the Jan. meetings and field sessions, especially at the Jan. 3 meeting.

Also at the December meeting two more members passed the fitness test

and the helicopter landing zone class  was well attended and very interest-
ing as usual. Unfortunately the helicopter itself was not able to make it since
they had an emergency call come in at the same time. | will arrange for
another short session sometime in the next few months where the helicopter
can come in and give us a chance to see how to turn it off in the event of an

The reverse 911 system is technology that allows dispatch to send phone

messages to select members of the community. For example, an evacua-

tion announcement can be sent to the telephones of all homes in the path of

a wildfire or mudslide. Similarly, this system can also be used to make callouts

to sets of phones for SAR members. If the system works as we hope it will,

the biggest issue will be maintaining the database of phone numbers.

Please remember that it is vitally important for all members to keep
their phone, address and email information up-to-date. If you have any
