MAR/APR 2006 CALLOUTS

April 24 th, 8 am– Don Olsen did a limited call out primarily to the Dive Team for swif twater
support for inmates  doing sandbagging for possible flooding control. Don reported that,
“Monday morning 0800 hrs at the South Fork Meadows campground up Hwy 39 we needed
to provide a swiftwater safety watch and be prepared to respond if one of the sandbagging
crew inadvertently fell into the river. It was just me today covering the detail. The coordinates
were N41 17.523 W111 37.834 in an area called Cottonwood Cove just east of the Meadows
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and Willow campgrounds on SR39. I rigged a ferry line across the river and
was at the ready with my throw bag in case someone went into the river. I
arrived at 0800 and changed into my wetsuit, PFD and helmet.  By 1300 the
detail was completed and I was released.”

DIRECTOR’S MESSAGE

We have two very important tasks facing our team right now, the Cabelas
fund raiser and hosting the 2007 international meeting of the Mount ain
Rescue Association.  These two activities will require a lot of effort and fol-
low-through by everyone. The MRA 2007 conference planning process is
now starting in earnest as we need to prepare a presentation and materials
to hand out at the 2006 conference in Marin County, California. Please see
the special MRA 2007 section of the newsletter for details.

The Cabelas shipment  arrived and the Executive Committee began the
sorting process on April 22nd. So far we have invested about 120 personnel-
hours in sorting alone. There is a semi-truck load of gear ranging from boots
to thermal underwear to fishing equipment to sports theme toilet seats! The
vast majority of the stuff is either clothing or boots. The Executive Committee
will need to meet at least once more to set prices and sort a few final items,
especially boots. The location of the actual sale will probably be at either the
fairgrounds or at BDO.

Current plans call for setting up the sale on Friday, June 9th with a pre-sale for
active SAR members at a significant discount off of the sale prices. Those
who help set up on Friday will get the first shot at purchasing gear. Late on
Friday afternoon the Sheriff’s Office employees will get a chance to buy items
before the public at the full sale price. On Saturday (8 am–8 pm) and Sunday
(9 am–5 pm), June 10th and 11th we’ll do our public sale for 50% off catalog
prices or better–depending upon the condition of the items. Active SAR mem-
bers can also shop on those days with at the WCSSAR discount, but the
pickings will be slimmer. Any left over products will either be given to charities
or sold at climbing wall events. To make this work we’ll need to advertise
widely. We are designing posters for everyone to post and pass around. It is
our goal to have these posters to you at the SAR meeting on May 2nd.

The swif twater training on April 8 th began with a slow start but proceeded
smoothly after everything was set up. South Ogden Fire and Riverdale Fire
joined in our training. There were several glitches, such as the radio batteries
kept going dead and in the end we were stuck using FRS radios and cell
phones. The Executive Committee has discussed this issue and we are go-
ing to attempt to deep cycle the offending batteries and replace the ones that
won’t work.

The rope gun worked really well but we have run out of string. Rick Schroeder
will check to see if we can still get the special string and a new float projectile.
If none are available we will get a new rope gun. A significant problem was
that a few SAR members attended the event but didn’t actively train and
practice. We need to all be active participants in our training classes–even if
you’ve already received training on that particular task. It is the repeated
practice with our team members that makes the difference between profes-
sionals and amateurs.

We had a few problems with lost gear too. We lost an emergency release
from a life vest, an old 300' rope was lost in the water and one of the firefighters
ended up with Lane’s vest by mistake. We’ll try to hunt down the rope in a
few weeks when the water is running slower in hopes that it won’t become a
hazzard downstream.

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The Life Flight hoist training  on March 31st and April 13th went well. We
had a good strong showing and everyone had at least one flight. We will be
working hard to schedule training events involving other helicopter agencies
too. It is important that we become familiar with all agencies’ gear/equip-
ment and operating protocols.

Deputy Brandon Toll is researching options for new dress shirt s for our
team. These will be similar in color and style to the uniform shirts worn by
the sheriff’s officers. They will have the new WCSSAR emblem on them and
you can also choose to have your name embroidered for a small additional
cost. We estimate that the cost will be about $30 for both the shirt and basic
embroidery. We are also going to try to get some hats.

WCSSAR received a $25.00 donation from Laura Shank and Bill Dillinga
from Arizona in honor of Ryan Smedley. Ryan was the avalanche victim on
March 11th.

Project Lifesaver is back. Kim Moore, the Sheriff’s Office volunteer coordi-
nator, has contacted a company that makes medication for Alzheimer pa-
tients. They are working together to put in for a $6,000 grant to assist us with
this project. We will probably use part of the grant for paying someone to do
the monthly visits to change the batteries and assess the patients. See page
3 of the October, 2003 SAR newsletter for more details about Project Life-
saver.

The SAR Annual Report for 2005  was published by the state Division of
Emergency Services. You can find the complete report online at

Here are a few highlights: from 1998 to 2005 Weber County SO received
$109,000.00 for equipment, $20,000 for training and $5,000 for searches.
In 2005 we received $557.90 for Searches, $8,455 for training and $2,877.73
for equipment.

Craig Gordon , from the Avalanche Forecasting Center, is gathering a group
of people together to support a proposed legislative change in the funding of
the Search and Rescue Financial Assistance Program. Craig wants to as-
sess a $1.00 fee on all motor vehicle registrations to help defray SAR costs.
From each dollar, 75 cents will go to the SAR fund and 25 cents will go to the
Avalanche Forecasting Center and State Parks for safety education. Most
rescues in our state are for hikers who, at this time, do not pay into the SAR
fund. I will meet with the Sheriff on this matter and coordinate with Craig as
we consider what our options are and the best way to proceed.

I am preparing a team roster  in a form that can be easily updated and
distributed on a quarterly schedule. I would like to see team members spend
more time together in the outdoors doing things like climbing, kayaking,
hiking, ATVing, etc. This is extremely important for the team and it will help
us work better together as a team when we are in adverse conditions on a
call out.

Finally, Lt. Jeff Malan and I are changing some of my responsibilities
with WCSSAR for the next fifteen months or so. I’ll be concentrating heavily
on coordinating the MRA 2007 conference. To that end certain tasks that I
typically do will be farmed out to others. Training will be coordinated by Dep.
Brent Butler, portions of the newsletters will be written by others and team
coordination and management will be distributed across the SO and the
SAR Executive Committee. Web site administration, interagency meetings,
etc. will all be reduced to free up time for organizing the conference. I’ll need
to lean on many of you more than I have in the past.

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MEMBERSHIP ISSUES AND UPDATES

We interviewed Daniel Jones  and have accepted him onto the (non-techni-
cal) climb team starting in June. Daniel can follow a 5.11 climb and has lead
a few 5.7 natural pro routes. He has done a lot of climbing on Ogden’s
bench. Daniel has previous experience with his dad in Washington state
with the Civil Air Patrol and SAR. He is certified as a First Responder and will
complete his EMT this summer. Daniel plans to enroll in the WSU para-
medic program in the fall. He is also skilled in computer mapping and GPS.

OVERVIEW OF UPCOMING TRAINING

There is a dive training on April 29 th at Pineview Reservoir in the Bluff area
at 8 am. Kayaks are needed for surface support for the dive team. We need
the Kayakers on the team to go to as many Dive Team call outs and train-
ings as possible to provide assistance and surface support for the divers.

A CPR Course  is being held May 1st and May 4th at the Posse building at
6:30 pm. (Please note that the May 4th date is a change from the original
schedule on last month’s calendar.) All members must be CPR certified.

On May 2nd our general meeting  will cover Logistics, Incident Command,
Radio protocol and Hug-a-Tree. Dive Team will have a gear check and com-
pressor training as well. The Climb Team will also conduct a pack check.

On May 13th there will be a dive training at East Canyon Reservoir. This will
be a multi-agency training and family event. With luck the divers should be
able to catch enough crayfish for a first class stew to enjoy after the training.

Please reserve May 20 th on your calendar for a night time training  event.
This will be a multi-agency mock search for incident command training for
Sgt. Chad Ferrin and Dep. Brent Butler. Notification of the exact time and
location will be by standard call out. Please come prepared for night opera-
tions with your gear including headlamp and GPS. As a reminder, this event
will follow the Scout-A-Rama climb wall which will occur on the same day.

An ATV classroom, practical and ride will take place on June 3rd at the Monte
Snowmobile parking lot.

A fitness test will be conducted at the regular monthly meeting on June 6th.

CLIMBING WALL :
The climb wall event at the Easter celebration at Mulligans was cancelled
due to the wet weather.

We provided the climbing wall to a military family retreat at Wolf Mount ain
on April 8th. Dep. Brandon Toll and seven others attended and assisted. This
was a military getaway for Hill Air Force Base members being deployed to
Iraq. 130 family members attended. We received a thank you letter from
HAFB–they were very appreciative of our efforts at this event. Lt. Jeff Malan
would like us to participate in more charities events in the future, especially
with the climbing wall.

This year’s Scout-A-Rama  is scheduled for May 19th and 20th at Fort
Buenaventura. We plan to have the climb wall arrive by 4 pm on the 19th and
will pack up around 3 pm on the 20th. As a reminder, later on the 20th will be
a multi-agency mock search featuring Sgt. Chad Ferrin & Dep. Brent Butler.

Rick Schroeder shortened one of the two middle belay support arms  at the
top of the climb wall and did a very professional job on it. We plan on observing
how well the shortened arm works to see if this helps our clientele climb to the
top without the cable pulling them off the wall. If it works well, then we will
consider whether to shorten the other long arm as well. Thank you Rick!

Rick Schroeder inventoried our supplies and states that we need new ropes,
biners and short and long prussiks. We will be putting together a Liberty Moun-
tain order for these items as well as replacement biners for the climb wall.

DIVE/SWIFTWATER/AIRBOAT NEWS:
Immediately following the team business, announcements, and ICS/Radio
Skills training at the May 2nd meeting, the dive team will gather to:

1. Check Gear (40 minutes)–The objective is to assemble and inspect
all of our personal gear. We will compile a list of the basic items that
we should have in the trailer to support the team i.e. O-rings, batteries,
wrenches, plugs, fin and mask straps, etc. Additionally, we will deter-
mine the number of second stage hose and quick disconnect fittings
needed to utilize our full face masks.

2.  Nitrox Compressor T raining  (40 minutes)–Provide an overview of
operation and basic intruction on the operation and use of the system.
A portion of the manual is available in the files section of the WCSAR
Yahoo Groups site on the web.

However, Steve also stated that he was disappointed with the
lack of interest from our new SAR members who need to acquire our basic
medical training. One reason for the low SAR turnout by new members is
that many (but not all!) of our newest team members are already medically
certified to a higher level than the First Care course.

Being slung under
the helicopter shelters the patient from most of the
rotor wash and the sling is very comfortable.
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18th, or 19th. Our first thought is that this is good time to train more people on
the team to give Hug-a-Tree classes. In an effort to accomplish this task, we
are setting aside some time during the next meeting for anyone interested in
learning more about the Hug-a-Tree program. Jeff Stark and Rick Schroeder
will present the basics of this program and copies of the handouts will also be
available.

In order to instruct the whole school we are considering arranging a couple of
large assemblies to present the slide show. A likely scenario will be to split the
classes into K-3 and 4-6. Afterward, if we have enough people, we can go to
the classrooms to do more hands on instruction. We will discuss this plan in
more detail at the meeting.
