August 7 ", 12:45 pm —Search for lost man near South Fork campground.  The family said
that there was a despondent, drunk, Mexican male who wandered off the night before and was
thought to have possibly shot himself. He was found in jail under an alias and the family didn’t
know it. The call was canceled at 2:27 pm, less than two hours after we started.

August 15 1, 2:08 pm —Lost child in Liberty near the new LDS ward house at 4200 N 3300 E.
A 4 year old male was missing from his home. Apparently the grandfather got angry at the boy
and it was thought that the boy left the residence. We initiated a call out, including a helicopter.
The house was searched by officers and SAR but he was not located. The grandmother returned
home and was asked to go through the house calling for the boy. He emerged from an upstairs
bedroom closet. He hid between two clothes baskets with clothes on top of him. He was scared
because he thought the grandfather was mad at him. It seems that the boy had also fallen asleep
under the pile of clothes for a while adding to the problem of not responding to searchers.

August 16 ™, 7:33 pm —Injured hiker above Camel Cave , 550 S. Harrison Blvd. A 30 year old
male fell approximately 12 feet, injuring his arm. Ogden FD Medical arrived on scene and at-
tempted to locate the patient. They contacted us when it was learned the patient was on the other
side of the canal. OFD tried to reach the patient but ended up on the wrong side of a rocky gully
south of the cave and couldn’t get across it safely. Within eyesight of the patient but unable to do
anything but wave, OFD called Life Flight. The man was hoisted out by the helicopter. Our Search
and Rescue staged on scene but were not needed. Twelve members responded to the call out.

August 20 1, 8:42 pm —Lost and exhausted man below Malan’ s Basin. The 42 year
old male hiked from Taylor’s Canyon to the towers at the top of Mount Ogden. He left at
about 9 am with a small canteen of water and a dark sweatshirt—he had no other
supplies or food. He was hiking down when he got tired, lost and dehydrated. He couldn’t
find the trail near the top (east) end of Malan’s Basin and cliffed out at the waterfall. He
then worked his way over towards the draw and small cliff bands north of the waterfall
in Waterfall Canyon. At this point he was nearly out of daylight and too tired to continue.

He was able to call 911 on his cell phone. He had a stun gun with him because he was
afraid of cougars. The gun had a laser sight and this helped Dep. Brandon Toll locate
him while the two SAR teams were working up the mountain from either side. Brandon
could see the light from the stun gun all the way over to the top of 36" Street. Team 1
went up Waterfall Canyon then had to backtrack down and to the north to reach him.
Team 2 made it to the back of Taylor's Canyon then returned to assist Team 1.

Once Team 1 had gotten some food and water into the patient he was able to walk out
slowly but was otherwise okay. He was extremely tired. Meanwhile, Team 2 scouted out a
route down to the trail for Team 1. This would have been a good call out for ATV or Posse
support. We had Kent Jensen’s ATV but didn't want to send out a team with only one
member. ATV’s or horses would have been able to carry him out the last mile or so. We got
a quick response from the ten WCSSAR members that turned up. The teams moved very
rapidly and efficiently in the field too, it was an excellent rescue in all respects.

August 24 ™, 11:12 pm —Buody recovery north of Mount ain Green near the intersec-
tion of Trappers Loop and the new Snowbasin Road. A despondent man was missing
and his uncle searched the area where they liked to hunt. He found the victim at the base
of a cedar tree hidden in the branches in the same area where they hunted together. The
victim had a self-inflected wound in the chest from a 9mm round and expired on the spot.
Weber County Sheriff's detectives responded to document the scene and package the
body. The duty sergeant suggested that they haul the body out themselves.

Faced with a half mile haul up and over a small ridge line and through moderate brush,
they wisely decided to call SAR. It was unclear from the reports if we needed to use
ropes to raise the litter or if we could just roll him out. The Climb and ATV teams
responded enforce. The climb team hauled the litter in and the ATV team carried the
loaded litter back up the hill and out. The ME truck was met at the top of the ridge on a
dirt road and the body transferred there. The family was allowed a few minutes with the
victim then we all pulled clear of the area and headed home.

Again, WCSSAR members did an excellent job of caring for the family and assisting
them out of the area and back to IC. The team members were also very respectful of
the family and allowed them some private time alone with the body. The detectives
were very relieved not to have to evacuate the body themselves and could not have
done it as efficiently or respectfully as we were able to—given our personnel and equip-
ment resources. While it turned out to be an easy recovery mission, if the hillside had
been much steeper or more slick, then we would have been glad to have all sixteen
people who responded. A couple of us had the new team coats and tried out the reflec-
tive vests which turned out to be very easy to see at night.
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DIrReCTOR’s MESSAGE

First of all, I want to remind all OEC certified members to 1) bring your OEC card
to the general meeting and 2) to get your refresher done with Powder Mountain on
the 10" of this month. See the upcoming training section below for details includ-
ing info about the refresher materials.

The SAR coats have arrived. We got a special deal on these coats this time, the
cost is $117.00 and each member is expected to pay half which is $58.50. Please
bring cash or check with you to the meeting. I'm still figuring out what all the pock-
ets can do and the SAR patch looks fantastic. | modeled the reflective vest at the
August 24" mission and everyone said that it really stands out.

At the general meeting we will be distributing Sheriff 's Office gate keys to getyou
past the gate and into the sheriff's compound—including the training annex. If you
don’t have a key you'll need to use either the west or south entrance gates and use
the intercom to tell the jail that you are with SAR. The gate passes are coded and
will be assigned to specific personnel. We have a limited number of keys and will
distribute them first to members with high attendance at call outs and training.

The Golf Tournament was canceled due to a lack of player teams. There are
dozens of charity golf events happening and we just didn’t have the time to really
get out and advertise for players to attend ours. Those people that already paid or
donated were offered their monies back but most individuals or businesses do-
nated the money anyway. Clearly there are some tremendously generous people

in our community—thank you to all of them!

In 1997 Utah established a state level Search and Rescue Advisory Board that
funds some SAR costs through a complex reimbursement system. (This complex
formula is rightfully designed to give more support to rural counties with fewer
resources than to comparatively wealthy urban counties.) The SAR Advisory Board
operates under the Division of Emergency Services and Homeland Security (DES)
to administer the Search and Rescue Financial Assistance Program in accordance
with Title 53, Chapter 2, Part 1, of the Utah Code. The money they disburse comes
from a surcharge or fee on OHV, motorboat and sailboat registrations and from
annual wildlife habitat authorizations. Weber County Sheriff 's SAR received
$11,890.64 in reimbursement s this year. As usual, state-wide requests exceeded
the funds available. We are not receiving any more reimbursements this fiscal
year. These reimbursements contribute to training and operations costs ranging
from medical training to snowmobiles. You can learn more about the process (in-
cluding the formula) by going to the following two web sites.

We are ordering more red WCSSAR shirt s. The team provides one free (cotton)
shirt to each member. We are nearly out of those shirts. Dep. Brandon Toll will
check with Kris Harrop to see where we purchased the last ones. Also, we are
going to give a new shirt to each person who helped out with the climbing wall for
more than 10 hours. Members can purchase additional shirts at cost (typically
around $6). We are arranging for a second order of the Cool Max red tee shirts. In
this year’'s dye lot, the red is a little darker. We obtain the Cool Max shirts, at
members’ expense, from Gary Stoker. Depending on the screen printer, we expect
the prices to be approximately $21 for short sleeve and $23 for long sleeve. Keep
in mind that these shirts run a little large and will not shrink.

After about 15 years on SAR for the Sheriff 's Office, Brad Randall has retired.

If we are lucky, we may not lose all those years of experience. Currently he is
planning to remain in the area and he may be working part-time for the WCSO. If
so, he might be able to continue his work with SAR, but that has not been con-
firmed. We will have a party for Brad in the near future. From all of us, we wish
Brad the best of luck and give many thanks for all his work!

OvERVIEW OF UPCOMING TRAINING

The most important training for September is the Outdoor Emergency Care refresher
with Powder Mountain Ski Patrol on Saturday, September 10" at 7:30 am at the main
lodge. Please try to attend this session as we don’t want to overload Wolf Mountain, and
the other ski areas have indicated that their refreshers will be closed to outside teams.
There is a chance that you might be able to attend the Brighton refresher but we don't
have any details on yet so don’t count on it. TWO IMPORTANT DETAILS: 1) If you need
a copy of the refresher materials (there is a link on our web site) then contact Don Olsen,
John Sohl, Sheri Trbovich, Steve Ericson or Scott Willis BEFORE the SAR general meet-
ing on Tuesday. 2) Bring your OEC card to the SAR general meeting. We need to check
all of them. If your OEC card is full and you need a new card then we’'ll take care of it for
you, including the $50 fee to the National Ski Patrol.

The refresher will be held in the main lodge at Powder Mountain from 7:30 am to 4:30
pm. It is suggested that you make a photocopy of your refresher materials and have
the Instructor of Record sign your copy too so that you'll have a personal record on file.
There have been a couple of cases where the refresher materials got lost and NSP
had no record that the refresher had been completed. Also, bring a lunch. You need to
start filling out your refresher scenario questions now. In the next paragraph you'll see
that we are going to review these at the general meeting.

At the September 6 " general meeting we will do three things—OEC refresher sce-
nario reviews, roped belay training and the physical fithess test. The medical
skills review will go over the OEC refresher materials. The OEC scenario reviews will
be interesting to all certification levels from First Care through OEC/EMT. OEC mem-
bers should bring their refresher materials with them to the meeting. We will also
review the status of all OEC cards at this meeting, so please bring your card. Note that
this is the last real chance, before winter and poor weather arrive, to complete the
fitness test. We had people show up without their own packs at the last test. Remem-
ber! you need to supply either a 45-pound (skiers, climbers) or 25-pound (OHV, snow-
mobile, divers, medical) pack depending on your team.

September 16 "—18" Climbing at City of Rocks in ldaho.  Everyone is invited, you do
not have to be a member of the climb teams to attend this. It is a great way to experi-
ence rock climbing or to get in some practice. The technical climb team members
need to get in 10 hours of climbing with other team members each year, this is a good
way to do that.

September 20 ", Full OEC course st arts. It will be held on Tuesday, Wednesday and
Thursday nights from 6-9 pm. WCSSAR will cover your classroom and textbook ex-
penses. In exchange you are expected to work hard and pass the course. You should
try to attend a special meeting on September 15" at 6 pm that will be both an introduc-
tion to the course and a planning meeting. The course will be held in the Ogden Indus-
trial Park at the GSC Foundries Training Center at 2738 Commerce Way, it is on the
west side of the street.

MEeMBERSHIP CHANGES:

Butch was accepted onto
the ATV and snowmobile teams. He has 14 years of experience using ATV's in the area
and 6 years on his snowmobiles, with the last three years seeing extensive use of his
sleds.

Dive/SWIFTWATER/AIRBOAT NEWS:

Dive trailer keys are being distributed to dive and swiftwater team members with a
high callout response record. So far keys have been checked out to John Sohl, Lt. Jeff
Malan, Dep. Brandon Toll, Scott Willis, Don Olsen and Lane McPheeters. Others such
as Art Pluim will also get keys soon.

Safety First! Maintenance and Care of Our Equipment by Don Olsen: All life origi-
nated at sea, but for humans water posses limits and is essentially an alien environ-
ment. It is a sad fact that many of our recoveries are performed within a depth range
roughly equivalent to a walk across a large room. It is here, in the activity of diving that
exemplifies one of mankind’s most troubling limitations, that something so near, can be
yet so far away. It is also here that many Public Safety divers are lulled into the false
notion that these activities are routine and pose little or no risk.

The activity of Public Safety Diving often entails operations in less than ideal conditions
with a myriad of potential hazards. Virtually never do we as Public Safety divers get the

opportunity to choose the hour of the day or night, the day of the year, or the condition
and location of the dive operation. Driven by the needs of the world above, we divers
enter the “alien realm” to fulfill the objective...

Training, personal preparation, and suitability for the task aside, there are some basic
steps we can take to mitigate risk and improve safety. Specifically speaking, mainte-
nance and care of equipment.

Buoyancy Control Devices (BCD) used for SAR operations should be visually inspected
for defects or wear regularly. Special attention should be placed on inspection and
function of the BCD power inflator system. Valves, hose, bladders, seals and connec-
tors should be free of holes, debris, and obstructions. It is recommended that a BCD
used in SAR operations be inspected annually by a certified technician.

Regulators (first and second stage) used for SAR operations should be checked after
each dive and thoroughly inspected on a monthly basis, regardless of use. Cleaning
and adjustment to manufacturer standards should be completed annually by a certified
technician.

All cylinders used for SAR diving activities should have a current, valid visual inspec-
tion sticker and a current, valid hydrostatic test date.

Scuba gear is life support equipment and, as such, it should be checked after each
dive and thoroughly inspected on a monthly basis, regardless of use. Each diver should
make annual inspection and adjustment of Scuba gear by one certified to perform
these maintenance activities a high priority.

Remember to ask for documentation of annual inspection, adjustment, or maintenance
for each piece of equipment.

MounTED Posse NEws:

Some members of the Posse have expressed interest in becoming involved

with search and rescue again. The Posse has a long and honorable history with
the Sheriff's Department. In fact, the original Search and Rescue Team consisted
solely of the Posse and dates back to the earliest days of the Weber County
Sheriff. Today, the Posse performs a variety of valuable services for the Sheriff
including traffic control, trail building, public relations, interagency events such as
rodeos and assisting with parking and crowd control for large operations like the
Weber County Fair. There have been several times in the past 15 years when the
Posse assisted with SAR incidents and were very helpful. The last few years has
found them busy with other things instead of SAR. Thus we were pleased to
welcome Allen Melle to the last WCSSAR Executive Committee meeting. Allen is
the new SAR liaison for the Posse. (The current Posse captain is Chris Linford.)

Allen reported that the Posse patrticipated in the Star Valley Search and Rescue
Rodeo on July 4". They have cleaned up the trails around Wheat Grass this
summer and they will be attending the State Fair.

Lt. Jeff Malan expressed his appreciation to the Posse for the help we received at
the Weber County Fair for parking organization and control. Awesome Job!

The Posse has offered their building to WCSSAR for training if needed.

Lt. Jeff Malan and John Sohl will be meeting with the Posse and discussing how
Posse members can become involved in SAR. The legal reality of modern SAR is
that we must have an aggressive training program and standards for all SAR
members. (The Gage Wayment case proved this locally a few years ago.) To this
end, all members of the Posse that want to participate in SAR will need things like
professional rescuer CPR, advanced first aid, helicopter LZ, IC, search, GPS and
other training. Lt. Malan also suggested a radio procedure class. All Search and
Rescue training is open to all Posse members and they are strongly encouraged
to attend. WCSSAR will attempt to host a special advanced first aid course spe-
cifically for the Posse. However, the simple reality is that we don't have the re-
sources to offer two sets of training for everything. Thus it will be important to
attend the WCSSAR meetings for those Posse members that also want to join
Search and Rescue.

Skilled horse and rider teams are yet one more resource that have capabilities
that complement the other teams nicely. Let's all welcome back those members
of the Posse that want to participate in SAR work for our community.

SeEARcH NEws:
